It will be held in Stockholm, Sweden 16th – 23rd May 2009, hosted by SFQ – the Swedish Federation of LGBTQ Student Organizations. 

This conference’s main theme is gender beyond the binary understanding and the main aim is to bring member organizations together and discuss what gender can be if we allow ourselves to think beyond our heteronormative boxes. 

The six days long event will be filled with lectures, workshops, and work groups. The participants will have a chance to exchange knowledge and share their experiences. All this is in order to reach the goal of educating Nordic, Baltic and Polish students and facilitating their everyday work within their own organizations concerning (trans)gender issues. 

Integrated in the conference will also be ANSO’s Annual General Meeting (AGM). The AGM will address the organizational development of ANSO and a new board will be elected for 2009-2010. A call for board members will be sent out shortly.
